Swimming and water safety Teachers, Parents, Coaches, School Teachers, Students, Swimming Officials, Swimmers and
Unemployed are just some of those interested in gaining accreditation as a Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and
Toddlers.

Whilst this course is “stand alone”, it is recommended that Course Students consider gaining the Swim Australia™ Teacher
accreditation or equivalent in order to deliver GST free personal safety and survival lessons and to gain valuable background
knowledge which augments the content of the Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers.

In most cities and many rural localities employment opportunities exist for teaching Babies and Toddlers water
familiarisation, basic swimming and water safety.

Do I need to do anything prior to attending the Practical Induction?

Unless you are attending a course where the theory is delivered face-to face, you must complete the Swim
Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers CD ROM prior to the Practical Induction course. You should:

® study the CD ROM and answer the questions. The theory component should take approximately 30 hours of
self-paced learning. There are a series of random questions at the end of each section. Answer these to the
best of your ability. If any are answered incorrectly, the CD ROM diverts you back to the relevant section for
further study. After reviewing the information you can then submit an amended answer. The CD ROM will
then proceed to the next section. Once all sections are complete, print out the “Theory Acknowledgement”
and bring this with you to the Practical Induction
OR
attend some or all of the theory as face to face presentations as indicated on the Course Calendar and the
enrolment for your chosen course. Once the face to face component is completed you will receive feedback
on your exam response and the “Theory Acknowledgement” required for attendance at the Practical
Induction.

® observe 5 hours (1 % hours mandatory) of swimming lessons. Contact your local swim school, preferably a
Swim Australia™ registered swim school whose teachers are highly qualified, explain you are attending a Swim
Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers course and ask if you can attend and observe some Baby and
Toddler classes. A table is provided on the Accreditation Requirements to log these hours. This is provided
with the CD ROM after you enrol in the Course. It also contains step by step instructions to guide you through
the accreditation requirements

What is the Practical Induction outline? Am | expected to be in the pool the whole course?
Firstly, meet in the assembly area on time as per the instructions on the Enrolment Confirmation letter sent with

the course CD ROM and Accreditation Requirements.

The Course Administrator will be there to meet you. You will be asked to provide your Theory Acknowledgement
Certificate printed from your Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers Course CD ROM and to show some
photo identification.

You will be expected to be in the pool for two, 1 % hour sessions during the day, so come prepared. The Student
Enrolment Confirmation letter will provide advice on what you should bring. Only a very low level of swimming
ability will be required.

The Practical Induction subjects are:

Introduction to Water Entries and exits

Water familiarisation Class movement in the pool

Holds Use of toys and aids

Movement skills incl elementary stroke development Transition to independent learning

The Practical Induction will be presented around the pool and may include some Students in the water whilst others
observe, Students watching the Course Presenter demonstrate, using mannequin Babies and Toddlers and Students
observing actual learners. At some times all Students will be expected to participate in the water. Some
assessments will take place during the day but all will be taught to you prior. If you are unable to perform these or
any other practical tasks at the Practical Induction you will have 12 months in which to achieve the required
standard.

I’m not very fit or a good swimmer? Should | attend?

All level of swimmers will be in attendance at the course, from beginners to the elite. Only a very low fitness level is
needed. SwimEd advises all Students to obtain a medical clearance before participating in the Practical Induction if
they have concerns about their fitness or capacity to undertake any course requirements.

When do | gain my Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers accreditation?

You will receive your Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers Accreditation once you have:
1. completed the enrolment for the Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers course

provided the Swim Australia™ Teacher of Baby and Toddlers Theory Acknowledgement

provided photo ID

attended all sessions of the course Practical Induction

been deemed competent in the assessment tasks at the Practical Induction

provided proof of a minimum of 20 hours “on the job” teaching under supervision

provided evidence of two satisfactory On the Job Competency Assessments (one for Babies, one for Toddlers)
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attached two lesson plans developed for the On the Job Competency Assessments
How do | reach a suitable standard to be assessed as competent in teaching Babies and Toddlers?

SwimEd recommends that after the Practical Induction you undertake approximately 5 hours “shadow teaching” i.e.
mimicking Teachers actions with other young Children in the class and a minimum of 20 hours “micro teaching” i.e.
either teaching individuals with specific needs and working with them in close proximity to the Lead Teacher or
teaching small components of a lesson to the whole class group. SwimEd suggests you complete your hours at a
couple of different swim schools to observe different teaching methods.

How do | maintain and renew my Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers Accreditation?

Your accreditation is valid for 4 years. The reaccreditation requirements are listed in the letter of congratulations
sent with the accreditation certificate. ASCTA Teacher membership should be maintained so Teachers are kept up-
to-date with the latest teaching practices. A letter and a Reaccreditation application are sent six months prior to the
accreditation expiration. Gaining another ASCTA Teacher accreditation within the 4 years e.g. the Swim Australia™
Teacher will extend the initial accreditation to the newer accreditation expiry date. To re-accredit, Teachers are
required to complete and return a Reaccreditation application. Ongoing ASCTA Teacher membership is a way of
renewing your accreditation at a reduced cost. (e.g. with ASCTA membership reaccreditation cost $30 @30/6/09)

When can | look for work teaching Babies and Toddlers?

Once you have attended the Practical Induction you become a Trainee in the specialisation area of Babies and
Toddlers. Trainees can possibly be employed as an Assistant Teacher of Babies and Toddlers whilst working under
the direct supervision of an accredited Teacher of Babies and Toddlers. Working without supervision can commence
once you have received your Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers accreditation. If you are a Swim
Australia™ Teacher or hold equivalent accreditation you would most probably already hold professional indemnity
and public liability insurance covering you for independent learners in group situations and this would automatically
extend to Babies and Toddlers once you gain that accreditation. Details of the ASCTA insurance scheme will be
provided with your accreditation.

Whilst there is year round demand for Swim Australia™ Teachers of Babies and Toddlers, employment
opportunities peak during the warmer months. Obviously, demand is more for reliable, experienced staff on a
casual employment or contract basis. Opportunities exist at community and private pools and Swim Australia™
Swim Schools Australia-wide and internationally.

What competencies will | gain if | complete the Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers course?
SRCAQUO12B: Foster the motor, cognitive and personal development of infants and toddlers in an aquatic
environment

This competency issued is partial completion of the Certificate Ill in Community Recreation. The competency
acknowledges Students have acquired the skills related to that competency. The competencies required to meet
the Australian Tax Office’s requirements for GST free personal aquatic survival skills, under Amendment 3 of the
GST Regulations 1999 Act are obtained via the Swim Australia™ Teacher which is a recommended addendum to the
Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers accreditation.

I have a Statement of Attainment containing a similar competency to that issued for the Swim Australia™ Teacher of
Babies and Toddlers course. Can | gain my Swim Australia™ Teacher Babies and Toddlers accreditation?

SwimEd recognises Statement of Attainments issued by other Registered Training Organisations. Contact SwimEd
and request a Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers (SAT B&T) Recognition of Current Competency (RCC)
application. The RCC Application lists the competencies/qualifications needed to gain the Swim Australia™ Teacher



of Babies and Toddlers accreditation. If you do not have all of the necessary requirements, the application also lists
some of the options to gain your Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers accreditation.

All options are extremely affordable and provide wonderful benefits. In most cases the process will involve some
home study on the CD ROM as the SAT B&T Course covers many additional components to those required for the
competency. For costs and further details go to www.swimed.com to download an RCC application.
