No originals will be accepted. Please note applicants must be 17 years of age or older to gain accreditation. As the same
personal information is required for both the Swim Australia™ Teacher and Swim Australia™ Teacher of Babies and Toddlers the
same application may be used for RCC consideration for both accreditations. In this case please submit both payments and mark
the relevant check box.

3. Send the RCC Application Details, Tax Invoice and attachments to SwimEd for consideration. The cost includes:
